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Castrilli’s housing call heeded
A call in August by the Member for Bunbury John Castrilli MLA for a doubling of the Homeswest building program has met with success following a recent meeting with Minister for Housing Fran Logan.

Earlier this year Mr Castrilli presented the case for Bunbury, arguing that the 30 units allocated by Homeswest for construction in the Bunbury area was insufficient to impact on the 200-plus long waiting list of applicants seeking the basic necessity of a roof over their heads.

Mr Logan has now agreed and said the allocation would be doubled to 60 units. 

“This is a great win for Bunbury and will allow for a reduction in the two year waiting list that has accumulated in recent years for low income earners and struggling middle income families seeking accommodation through Homeswest,” Mr Castrilli said.

“But we cannot be complacent. Affordable housing is a major social and economic issue for Bunbury that will require years of attention to bring the waiting list back down to a manageable level.

“With the large number of new developments taking place there is a lot of opportunity to lock in affordable housing solutions. I will remain vigilant in pursuing avenues to take advantage of these opportunities as they arise.

“Fortunately Bunbury also has a solid community support base. At a recent all-day homeless seminar held at Edith Cowan University organisations and individuals dealing with housing issues discussed short and long term solutions for low income housing and our homeless.”

The result was the formation of a committee to work on solutions for the housing and homeless crisis.
