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Double blow dealt to sufferers 
People suffering from incontinence are suffering a double blow because of the State Government’s failure to provide subsidies for their daily requirements of continence aids, according to Bunbury MLA John Castrilli.

“There are numerous pensioners and low income people who require continence aids to face every day with confidence, and they are paying dearly for what most people take for granted,” Mr Castrilli said.

“The ongoing quality of life for sufferers of incontinence means suffering on-going financial penalties while the State Government ignores the need for a more sympathetic approach to the problem.

“Sufferers have told me that they are paying up to eighty dollars each week for the products they need, and this is taking a significant financial toll on them and their partners or carers.

“The State Government should introduce subsidies for continence products in line with what other states offer their residents with similar problems.

“The State Government was alerted several years ago to the discrepancy with other states, but has consistently failed to address the problem.

“The Health Minister Jim McGinty, has hand-balled this particular health issue to the new Minister for Disability Services, the Hon. Margaret Quirk, yet continence is defined as a specialty area under the State Government’s new Clinical Network for Aged Care launched last month.

“Minister McGinty needs to clear up the indecisions about this and bring in subsidies for incontinence products so that numerous sufferers can get on with their lives”, Mr Castrilli said.
