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Liberals save local sausage sizzles and cake stalls

The Liberals have saved local volunteer groups by amending legislation to allow sausage sizzles and cake stalls to operate.

Strong debate has convinced Jim McGinty to amend the Food Bill 2005, allowing groups to operate the fund-raising food stalls without fear of prosecution.

The regulations govern the production of food, health and hygiene.

“Sausage sizzles and cake stalls have long been outside food regulations, leaving open the possibility for local councils to prosecute local groups who run these stalls,”  Mr Castrilli said.

“Our changes to Section 5A of the Bill now make sausage sizzles and cake stalls a legal activity for all community groups.

“This will mean organisations like scout groups, sports clubs, rotary and school and church groups can continue to fundraise in this way to help them provide excellent and much-needed community services.

“We are very fortunate in Bunbury to have so many volunteer community groups that form the fabric of our society and we need to ensure that they are given every support possible to continue their great work.”
