A public forum to find solutions to unacceptable waiting times children are experiencing in receiving therapeutic treatment for disabling medical conditions will be held in Bunbury next week.

Organised by the South West Disability Coalition Inc, the Public Forum is aimed at parents and concerned community members to gather their experiences and issues in working through the bureaucracy to get support and help for children with life-changing disabilities.

Bunbury MLA and Opposition spokesman for the South West John Castrilli said: “We need in place the mechanisms that will quickly pick up and provide treatment programs for children with autism, hearing disabilities, syndromes, impairments or any potential life altering disorder.

“Currently the waiting list to access such services is too high. It is an issue not just for the South West but also across the State.

“The public forum will gather information from parents and community members that deal with these issues on a day-to-day basis and provide real feed-back on how the current system is working and how it can be improved.

The forum will be attended by sponsor member John Castrilli MLA, Barbara Scott MLC Shadow Minister for Children, Hon Dr Kim Hames Shadow Minister for Health and Dr Graham Jacobs Shadow Minister for Disabilities.
