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McGinty gets it wrong

Health Minister Jim McGinty is wrong to state a promised $6.4 million radiotherapy treatment facility for Bunbury is being held up by Commonwealth funding issues.

Contrary to Mr McGinty’s assertion, the Commonwealth has not been approached to support a cancer treatment facility in Bubury.

The radiotherapy unit is one of a long list of broken election promises made by the labor government, including a $140 million commitment to develop the Outer Harbour into a tourism/accommodation iconic site.

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said: “Following Mr McGinty’s statement I made contact with the office of Federal Minister For Health The Hon Tony Abbott.

“I was informed both verbally and in writing that the Western Australian state government had not approached the Commonwealth to support a cancer treatment facility in Bunbury.

“Whether it be funding for health, roads, education or infrastructure the labor government always tries to pass blame onto the Commonwealth. This time Mr McGinty has been caught in his web of deception and he now needs to clarify his position on a radiotherapy facility for Bunbury.

“Mr McGinty also needs to clarify the cost of the unit. Under the ‘Guidelines for Commonwealth Funding Support For Radiation Oncology’, the guidelines state a facility can cost between $12 million to $16 million to build.

“What sort of facility is the state government expecting to build with its $6.5 million unfulfilled election promise. I can only assume it’s a sub-standard facility?

“Fortunately I do have one piece of good new for Mr McGinty. Following my contact with he federal ministry the Australian Government is now aware of this issue and looks forward to receiving advice from the state government on an application for funding assistance”.

“Mr McGinty’s apparent lack of understanding of this important regional facility or even where his government is at in keeping its election promise is deeply disturbing”.
