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Stop the Yarragadee project now!

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has again called for the Government to look for alternative options to the states water management rather than extracting water from the Yarragadee.

“The Government is playing Russian Roulette with the future of the South West,” Mr Castrilli said.  

Mr Castrilli has constantly opposed the project, and this week a group of twenty WA scientists have also come out strongly in opposition to the mining of the Yarragadee, fearing the project would devastate the environment. 

“The Government continually ignores the growing swell of concerns from eminent scientists whose studies contradict the so called independent studies that have been contracted by the Water Corp,” he said.

“The ‘suck it and see’ scenario that is being suggested is absurd.  What sort of a Government would spend $700M of taxpayer money to build infrastructure for a project that may or may not be sustainable

“As the fastest growing region in Australia, serious consideration must also be given to the long-term water requirements of the South West.  In addition to the environmental impacts, this proposal would also compromise any future development of the region.

Farmers in the South West are already struggling with reduced water tables with some farms being forced to sell off livestock due to a lack of water.

The Pipeline will run directly through farms who are trucking in water at great cost.  In a cruel twist of irony, these same farmers will not have access to the water that will be taken from them and go directly to the metropolitan area.

“I do not believe the metropolitan people consider their lawns and gardens are more important than the future and survival of our magnificent South West.”  Mr Castrilli said.   “There has been a lot of smoke mirrors regarding this proposal.  If the people of Perth are given the full story, I am sure they will be as extremely concerned as the people in the South West are.
