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Incontinence scheme to begin
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli is concerned that the newly introduced Continence Management and Advice Service will cause further distress to sufferers who now have to be reassessed prior to being able to access the long awaited for subsidy.

Until recently, WA was the only state in Australia not to provide a subsidy for continence sufferers.  

Mr Castrilli, who has been a strong advocate for incontinence sufferers over the past two years, said that while the announcement of the new scheme by the State Government last May was warmly welcomed, continued delays in the implementation of the program had caused frustration.

The program had now begun in Bunbury and the South West through Silver Chain and can be accessed by freecall number 1300 787 055.   

“Unfortunately there will only be one clinic per month in Bunbury,” Mr Castrilli said.  

“This means an average of only 6 people per month will be able to be assessed for the subsidy, and considering in the Bunbury region alone there are more than 100 people needing assistance, I believe the wait time to get on this program is unacceptable”.

Mr Castrilli called on the Government to provide more clinics in Bunbury and to also amend the procedure to allow patients to be accepted on previous assessment reports.  

“Incontinence products are a basic necessity to allow sufferers to live with dignity.  I believe they have waited long enough and should not be subjected to further assessment and testing when many have already been assessed by trained staff.”  Mr Castrilli said.
