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No stamp-duty relief in sight for most

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has slammed the 2007-08 State Budget for failing to share the State’s economic prosperity with all homebuyers.

“While I welcome the relief for first homebuyers, the other 80 per cent of the market will continue to pay huge stamp duty bills which keep on soaring to high levels,” Mr Castrilli said.

“Property prices are continuing to escalate in Bunbury and the burden on those wanting to upgrade is huge.

“The home most young families pictured themselves living in a few years ago is now out of reach for most and nothing is being done to help this sector which is the majority of the market.
