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Clamp down on hoons for longer

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has repeated his call for tougher anti-hoon laws to be implemented immediately rather than waiting to see what the impact of ongoing hoon behavior would be.

“The Premier has said that he will wait and see what the impact of the laws will be but I believe that it is already clear the laws do not go far enough,” Mr Castrilli said.

“These hoons continue to terrorise our roads in the South West and are brandishing a lethal weapon without any concern for innocent motorists.

“To confiscate their cars for 48 hours is a pathetic slap on the wrist yet to impound them for a minimum of seven days is an inconvenience that may make them think twice.

“One week should be the minimum for a first offence, one month for the second and one year for a third offence.


“From all reports, hoon behaviour is continuing and people continue to be seriously injured and killed on our roads Statewide because of these selfish actions.

“The decision to wait until the long-term impact of these soft laws are known could be a deadly one.”

Since the draft laws were introduced into State Parliament last year Mr Castrilli had urged the Premier, on several occasions, to instate a minimum seven-day car seizure.
