Second prison escape highlights dangerous flaw

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has called on Corrective Services Minister Margaret Quirk to admit that she has failed to fix the flaws of WA’s prison system since taking on the poorly-managed portfolio from Michelle Roberts.

His call was prompted by news of a second dangerous prisoner escaping from Bunbury Regional Prison in just two weeks.

“It is a disgrace that the State Government is still failing to protect the public from these dangerous prisoners. I had hoped Minister Quirk would have learnt something from all the debacles of the prison system in 2004 but it seems she hasn’t,” Mr Castrilli said.

“In Bunbury we are in a precarious position, we have a minimum security prison where dangerous prisoners should not be placed however it seems that time and time again it is happening.

“Recent history shows us that it is clearly quite easy for these prisoners to walk straight out of Bunbury Regional Prison and I want this dangerous flaw fixed before tragedy strikes.

“I feel sorry for the police, they are dangerously under-resourced and work hard to get offenders in prison but then these prisoners are simply walking out.”
