Minister urged to put students first

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has called on the State Minister for Education and Training to apply for Federal funds to relieve the anguish caused by the Labor Party’s failure of Newton Moore Senior High School.

Mr Castrilli wrote to Minister Mark McGowan this week urging him to recommend the under-funded Newton Moore Senior High School upgrade for a grant under the Federal Government’s Capital Grants Programme.
