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School community sends strong message to Minister

The voice of the Newton Moore Senior High School community was heard loud and clear when Bunbury MLA John Castrilli tabled a petition in Parliament yesterday calling for urgent funding to complete the school’s desperately-needed upgrade.

Mr Castrilli tabled the 1972-signature petition in the hope Education Minister Mark McGowan would finally come to his senses and commit to providing the school’s students and teachers with adequate facilities.

“I was proud to table this petition which sends a strong message to the Minister that the people of the South West will not accept this neglect of our students’ basic needs,” Mr Castrilli said.

“What I hope is that people power reigns supreme over this State Government’s ignorance of our public education system and that Newton Moore students will finally be given a safe and hospitable learning environment.

“It is unjust that the school community is being forced to fight so hard for what should be a right in developed countries – basic education facilities.”

Mr Castrilli also expressed disappointment that the Minister had failed to recommend the project to the Federal Government under the Capital Grants Programme despite being invited to do so by the Minister Julie Bishop and encouraged by myself and parents.

Note: Newton Moore Senior High School has 14 transportable classrooms which will have to stay if the additional funding is not granted to allow the complete upgrade as originally promised.
