Castrilli backs local governments’ call for action on Outer Ring Road

The latest call for action on building the Outer Ring Road should send a strong message to the State and Federal governments that the people of the South West are fed up waiting.

Shadow South West Minister John Castrilli met with the presidents of the Dardanup, Capel, and Harvey shire councils and the City of Bunbury Mayor this week as part of ongoing committee meetings focused on the progression of the Outer Ring Road project.

“At this week’s meeting it was clear that the local governments are fed up with the inaction by the State and Federal governments on this critical project,” Mr Castrilli said.

“This serious neglect of the region by both governments is a kick in the teeth for our local shire councils who are struggling to keep with growing infrastructure needs accompanying the population boom.

“The need for the Outer Ring Road was identified almost 25 years ago – it’s time to bite the bullet and invest a portion of our huge budget surpluses in this project. We have been talking about it for long enough.

“The Outer Ring Road is vital for sustainable development of our region and road safety.

“Greater Bunbury has grown at a rate of 3.4 per cent since 2001 which is more than twice the State average. The time for both governments to acknowledge this is well overdue.”

Along with the call by the local governments, Mr Castrilli has written to the Prime Minister asking him to take the charge in getting this project off the ground. 
In his letter, Mr Castrilli called on the Federal Government to make this project a priority under the Auslink program and work with the State Government to bring the project to fruition.
