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Scheme must be brought into 21st Century

Shadow South West Minister John Castrilli wants to allay the fears of residents after Planning and Infrastructure Minister Alannah MacTiernan gave the impression the Greater Bunbury Region Scheme was approved yesterday.

Mr Castrilli said the scheme had not yet been passed in State Parliament and would need to be reassessed closely to ensure it was up-to-date.

“Because the scheme was planned more than one decade ago, it could need some serious readjustments to take into account the massive changes to our landscape, trends, infrastructure and lifestyle,” he said.

“It is important to correct the misconception that the scheme has been passed, while the Minister says she has signed off on it, it has not been sighted in Parliament so approval is yet to be given.
"I am a strong advocate of long-term strategic planning but it has not been this State Government’s strong point. I hope this scheme can be reworked and progressed as soon as possible but I, justifiably, remain sceptical.

“This plan is more than 10 years old so it’s fair to say that with the rapid growth of the region, many aspects will be out of date.

“This scheme needs to be reworked and ready for implementation as quickly as possible with the immediate allocation of the resources required to make that happen.”
