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South West views needed for road safety plan

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli is urging South West residents to have their voice heard as the Office of Road Safety develops a vital, long-term plan for road safety across WA.

A discussion paper titled Towards Zero has been released for public comments and Mr Castrilli believes it’s vital South West residents speak out on this issue that is close to our heart.

The discussion paper was created using statistics garnered from 20 road safety forums held around the State, including the Bunbury Road Safety Forum hosted by Bunbury MLA John Castrilli in June. Phone surveys and road crash statistics were also used to create the comprehensive paper which is seeking to span from 2008 to 2020.

“It is vital our whole community is engaged in the development of a long-term plan to curb the soaring road toll,” Mr Castrilli said.

“Communities in regional WA are being devastated time and time again as our road toll continues to rise.

“This year’s road toll for regional WA reached 125 after another devastating weekend on our roads - that is 31 more than at the same time last year.

“That’s another 31 families whose lives have been ripped apart and will never be repaired.

“Clearly more needs to be done and a strategic plan with long-term vision will be the first and most important step to take.”
