“We still have a long way to go to retain and attract specialist mental health staff but these facilities are a great start.

“It was impressive to see our community’s mental health carers and advocates fight so hard for this much-needed facility and I offer my congratulations to them.

“Investment in mental health services is often neglected by governments but in this case our passionate community made enough noise to force them into giving us the facilities we so desperately need.”
