Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the call for tougher hoon laws, but says the step is 12 months overdue. 

Since  2006 when the current laws were introduced into State Parliament, Mr Castrilli has repeatedly called for the Premier to implement the week long car seizures, warning that the decision to wait until the long term impact of the soft laws were known could be a deadly one.

“Hoons have continued to terrorise our roads in the South West and to confiscate their cars for only 48 hours was a pathetic slap on the wrist”  Mr Castrilli said

“One week should be the minimum for a first offence, one month for a second offence and one year for a third offence”  Mr Castrilli said.

“To confiscate their cars for a minimum of 7 days is an inconvenience that may make them think twice and help make our roads safer.”
