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Sex offenders released without rehabilitation
Corrective Services Minister Margaret Quirk has failed to explain in Parliament why 30 per cent of sex offenders released from Bunbury Regional Prison in the past two years did not complete the sex offender rehabilitation program.

The worrying revelation is contained in answers to questions on notice by Bunbury MLA John Castrilli.
The question of how many other sex offenders State-wide have gone free without completing the rehabilitation program was also asked in Parliament this afternoon by Mr Castrilli.

“The State Government’s mismanagement of our prison has worried me in the past but this is downright frightening,” Mr Castrilli said.

“The Minister’s answers revealed that 24 sex offenders were released from Bunbury Regional Prison over the past two years yet only 17 had completed the sex offender rehab program.

“Ironically one of the criteria for program participants was that they are willing to participate.

“If a sex offender won’t participate in rehabilitation the answer is simple – keep them locked up and prevent them from participating in the community.

“It also stated that sex offenders who are in denial of their behaviour could escape participation in the program. That is sickening because these offenders are the most dangerous and calculated.
“In raising this issue I want laws toughened to ensure the 64 sex offenders currently imprisoned in Bunbury Regional Prison are not released until they have completed intensive rehabilitation.” 

Mr Castrilli also slammed the WA’s soft judicial system which allows sex offenders to walk away because of loopholes and serve incredibly light sentences if they convicted.

“When I hear a paedophile is given two or five year sentence it is a clear indication that we have no justice system in WA, only a legal one,” he said.
