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Castrilli seeks to progress local projects
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli will meet with relevant Ministers in coming weeks to ensure the projects promised for Bunbury before the election are delivered without unnecessary delays.

Mr Castrilli wrote to the Ministers for Health, Education, Transport, Planning, Sport and Recreation and Housing and Works last week to seek meetings to progress planning and delivery of more than 20 new projects for Bunbury.

“Our community is fed up with the delays and excuses about why vital projects for Bunbury haven’t been delivered in the past and I want to make sure we progress things as fast as we can,” he said.

“It’s early days but we have a big backlog to catch up on and it’s important to ensure Bunbury’s needs are constantly at the forefront of our Minister’s minds.

“Bunbury’s critical needs have been on the backburner for too long but I’m happy to use my position in the new government to change that.”

Key projects which Mr Castrilli will aim to progress through his meetings include:

· An Intensive Care Unit, Cancer Radiation Unit and Breast Cancer Screening Clinic at the South West Health Campus.

· Vital transport projects such as the Greenbushes-Bunbury Rail, commencement of the Eelup Flyover, Port Access Road and Stage One of the Outer Ring Road. 

· Gifting a parcel of land owned by the Department of Housing and Works to the Multiple Sclerosis Society for the establishment of a high-care accommodation and respite facility for young people.

· Upgrades of Bunbury Senior High School, Bunbury Primary School, South Bunbury Primary School and Withers Primary School.

· The expansion of the CCTV camera network in the CBD and employment of a civilian to monitor it.

· Extra police resources to put additional officers on the beat in the CBD during peak times.

· Implementation of the Choose Respect initiative through the employment of a coordinator.

· Releasing $3.5 million of the $48.3 million under the Bunbury Waterfront Project to commence works (part demolition and restoration) on the crumbling Bunbury Timber Jetty.

· Upgrades of sports facilities at Hands Oval, the Soccerdome, Hockey Stadium and funding of the Junior Sports Leadership program.
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
