The city of Bunbury will be under the State spotlight in October next year when it hosts a rescheduled regional sitting of Parliament.
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli welcomed the news with open arms when it was announced by Speaker Grant Woodhams MLA in Parliament House yesterday afternoon.
