Voice of the people heard on power project
The final decision on the Withers, Usher and Glen Padden underground power project has finally been decided by the votes of affected ratepayers and therefore, a democratic outcome has been reached.
“From day one, the essential criteria was that the project must have majority support from the affected ratepayers and the survey results clearly show that the level of support isn’t there and the people cannot afford it,” he said.

“It would be undemocratic to force this upon the ratepayers who have to financially contribute to it when the majority clearly voted against it.
“It will be disappointing for those who wanted the project to go-ahead but ultimately, the decision was a democratic one.”

Note: In the resurvey, 51.5% of people voted in opposition to the project and most importantly, 55.3% stated they could not afford to pay the required contribution. These figures exclude the Department of Housing and Works vote.
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
