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Record infrastructure funding to protect jobs
The State Government budget has unveiled record spending on infrastructure to support economic activity and to protect jobs.  
$8.3billion in public sector infrastructure will be spent in 2009/2010, supporting around 26,000 jobs.
This will include for Bunbury:

· $34.6million to complete Stage 1 of Bunbury Port Access Road

· $62.2million over 4 years for Stage 2 of Bunbury Port Access Road

· $58.4million over 4 years for Stage 1 of Outer Ring Road

· $15 million towards the Eelup Roundabout (further $15million in 2010/11)

· $22million to complete the Perth to Bunbury Highway

· $3.7 million to construct north and southbound passing lanes on South West Highway between Waterloo and Picton.
· $18.1million for Greenbushes Rail track upgrade for transport of timber products from Greenbushes to Bunbury.
In addition 1000 new dwellings have been funded State-wide to relieve the pressure on public housing.  And a further $10.6 million to build a new water treatment plant at Picton to serve the people of Australind and Bunbury.
“This regional infrastructure is a vital boost to our local economy and is a major step towards addressing the transport needs of our region,” Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said.
“The safety and efficiency of our roads, particularly in those notorious danger spots, will be increased significantly with these works.”
“I am very pleased to see the commitment to Bunbury by the Liberal-National Government and the recognition of the importance of the region to the State,” Mr Castrilli said.
