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Training a priority for city’s future

A $16m expansion of heavy duty automotive training facilities in Bunbury is just one of the commitments to education and training welcomed by Bunbury MLA John Castrilli in the State Budget.
The three-year expansion of heavy duty automotive facilities at the South West Regional College of TAFE will provide for extra places to support demand in the industry.
Mr Castrilli said the $16m project was another example of the State Government’s commitment to Bunbury people.

“This Budget is strongly focused on employment, with creation of jobs and skills training both high priorities,” Mr Castrilli said.

“This expansion will help the TAFE college train the next generation of heavy duty automotive employees in preparation for the boom times which will eventually follow the current period of downturn.”
“The work involved will help protect existing jobs and equip people with skills for employment opportunities in the future,” Mr Castrilli said.

“I am delighted that projects such as this will continue to support families, the Bunbury community and local industries.” 
The expansion will start this financial year and is scheduled for completion in 2011/12.

Education and training commitments in the South West also include upgrades for Withers, Bunbury and South Bunbury primary schools and Bunbury Senior High School; $100,000 over four years for the Bunbury Education District Sports Leadership Program, and $350,000 for TS Bunbury to build a new naval cadet base.
