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New speed cushions put the brakes on hoons
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the announcement of new speed cushions to be installed in Bunbury in a street popular with pedestrians and near a children’s playground.
“Bunbury will be the first regional area to have the new devices installed, with four pairs of rubber speed cushions along Prince Philip Drive putting the brakes on speeding drivers and hoons,” Mr Castrilli said.
“Concerns have been raised about pedestrian safety along this road, with children playing at the park, plus wildlife crossing to and from Big Swamp.”

“Slower speeds are vital to protect the safety of pedestrians and all road users and I am pleased the Government has identified this road to benefit from traffic calming devices.”
“The mobile speed cushions are made from recycled tyres and are bolted to the road.”
“They are not designed to stop traffic, but to keep it at a consistently lower speed, making them an important road safety tool in the fight against hoons.”

“Hoons will have to slow down or risk damaging their cars.”

“However, larger vehicles such as fire trucks can pass over them without their speed being impeded.”
The speed cushion initiative, announced by Police Minister Rob Johnson in March, has been successfully trialled on several Perth roads targeted by hoons.
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
