Castrilli welcomes Royalties boost for Bunbury
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the announcement of more than $500,000 in Royalties for Regions grants for Bunbury-based community groups and projects. 
A total of $540,899 will be delivered through the South West Regional Grants Scheme for projects in a wide range of areas including health research and community facilities to youth programs and the arts.

“I am delighted with the range of grants set to be delivered in Bunbury through Royalties for Regions,” Mr Castrilli said.

“With such a broad range of projects funded, these grants will help improve the quality of life in Bunbury.”

“Royalties for Regions puts the emphasis on local decision-making, with funding delivered for projects aimed at improving the social structure of our community.”
The Regional Grants Scheme, administered through the South West Development Commission, is designed to fund projects that help attract investment, increase employment or improve the quality of life in the region.
Across the South West a total of $3.5 million will be delivered through Royalties for Regions, with first-round grants across WA totalling $32.4 million.

A second round of grants will open around September, giving a further opportunity for groups which were unsuccessful to reapply, and for new applications.

“It is great to see funding delivered for Bunbury and regional areas, which were ignored for too long by previous Perth-centric decision making,” Mr Castrilli said.
