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Travel concessions a bonus for seniors
WA Seniors Card holders will be able to use their cards for concession fares on public transport in other states under a new reciprocal arrangement.

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said WA’s public transport services Transperth and Transwa now recognised interstate seniors’ entitlement to concession fares.

The reciprocal arrangement, the Concessions National Partnership, means WA seniors can also take advantage of concession fares if they visit other states.
Mr Castrilli spoke about the new scheme during a speech to the Bunbury branch of the Association of Independent Retirees on Wednesday (July 15) and said the news was welcomed by the retirees, most of whom have Seniors Cards.

“WA Seniors Cards can now be used interstate for discounted and in some cases, free public transport,” Mr Castrilli said.
“This scheme will also be an incentive for seniors from the east to spend their tourist dollars in WA.”
“Interstate seniors will be able to buy concession rail or coach fares to regional areas such as Bunbury, boosting communities and businesses which depend on tourism.”
Mr Castrilli joined Transport Minister Simon O’Brien in welcoming the new National Seniors Transport Scheme.

“This scheme will benefit the more than 260,000 WA Seniors Card Holders when they travel interstate and also encourage seniors from across the country to make a trip to Western Australia,” Mr O’Brien said.
“Interstate seniors can buy a cash concession fare on all Transperth bus, train and ferry services instead of paying the standard fare.”
“On Transwa, the Government’s regional rail and coach system, interstate seniors will be able to buy a concession fare equivalent to that for which their WA counterparts are eligible.”
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
