Funding to improve efficiency at Bunbury Airport

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the State Government’s investment in Bunbury Airport, which will receive $171,500 to construct a new taxiway extension.

The funding is part of Government grants totalling $6.73 million across WA for airport owners through the 2009-10 Regional Airport Development Scheme funding round. 

“This funding will benefit the local community and airport users by enhancing our infrastructure and improving efficiency,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“There are about 15,000 aircraft movements a year at Bunbury Airport and the taxiway extension will improve efficiency by allowing aircraft to take off quicker. 


“This is particularly important when you consider the hundreds of Royal Flying Doctor Service flights which use the airport every year, along with water bombers which fight summer fires.”

Mr Castrilli said the amount of funding for the Statewide grants round was the highest made available in the history of regional airport infrastructure development in Western Australia.

"This year, 30 regional airports across WA will share in more than $6.7 million for infrastructure upgrades and maintenance,” he said.

“This will help provide for better access for communities and safer emergency evacuations.”
The Bunbury Airport is owned and operated by the City of Bunbury, with operational input from the Bunbury Aero Club.
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
