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New grants to help emergency volunteer groups
Bunbury’s emergency services volunteer groups will be able to apply for funding for projects under a new $750,000 Lotterywest grant scheme.
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli welcomed the introduction of the three-year scheme, which will allow FESA volunteer groups to seek grants for items that assist their operations.

“Bunbury owes a lot to our emergency services volunteers, who generously dedicate their time to help those in need,” Mr Castrilli said.  

“Their efforts were demonstrated last month in the clean-up after Bunbury’s mini-tornado, as well as countless times in the past.”
“Volunteer emergency service groups already receive funding for essential services and items under the Government’s Emergency Services Levy,” Mr Castrilli said.
“Now they can also apply for a Lotterywest grant to cover items that will help them become more efficient service providers. 

“This could include items that will help with training, minor building improvements or water storage for firefighting purposes.”  

More than 840 WA emergency services volunteer groups will be eligible for support under the Lotterywest scheme.
Lotterywest Chairman Clyde Bevan said the grants would help in forging strong and resilient communities. 

“Through our ongoing support to the people of WA, it is vital that emergency services volunteers are well equipped to respond to the needs of the community in times of crisis,” Mr Bevan said.  

Local government bush fire brigades, SES units, volunteer emergency service units, fire brigades and fire and rescue units are all eligible and encouraged to apply.
