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Funding boost for local roads
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed a State Government boost of more than $1.2 million for Bunbury’s local roads.
The funding, to be delivered under the State Roads Fund to Local Government Agreement, is part of $22.9m to be spent across the South West and $122.9m across the State.
Mr Castrilli said the money would be delivered in the 2009-10 financial year and was in recognition of the need to enhance infrastructure in country areas.

“The funding for the City of Bunbury’s roads is yet another example of this Government’s commitment to regional areas,” Mr Castrilli said.

“It is about getting the basics right and working with the council to ensure this money is directed where it is most needed in Bunbury.”
Bunbury City Council will receive $1.1m of road project grants for specific road improvements and major preservation works such as resealing. The council will also receive $123,553 in direct grants, for road preservation or capital works at its discretion. 
“Funding will go towards improvements for Spencer Street, Sommerville Drive, Brittain Road and Parade Road,” Mr Castrilli said.
The $22.9m for the South West includes a special allocation of $10,880,014 for the new bridge currently under construction on Old Coast Road between Eaton and Clifton Park. 
Transport Minister Simon O’Brien said the State Government’s $122.9m commitment to upgrade local government roads was an increase of more than $6m on the previous allocation. 

“The Liberal-National Government knows it is fundamentally important to work with local communities to ensure that investment in local councils’ own road networks gets to the right places,” Mr O’Brien said.
