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    Shine and style restored for trainee hairdressers

Student concerns about sub-standard hairdressing facilities at the South West Regional College of TAFE have been addressed thanks to the support and prompt actions of Bunbury MLA John Castrilli and South West MLC Nigel Hallett. 
Mr Castrilli and Mr Hallett were alerted to the deteriorating state of the training facilities through a petition by students late last year. After receiving the petition, they acted promptly to draw the concerns to the attention of Minister for Training Peter Collier.

The Minister promptly ordered immediate works to be undertaken to upgrade the facility, buy new equipment and improve conditions.

“I applaud the students for speaking out about the poor state of the facilities,” Mr Castrilli said.

“I’m sure there will be hundreds of students coming through the doors in the near future who will be grateful for this action.
“I was so pleased that the Minister acted quickly and recognised the need to make this facility more conducive to its main purpose of teaching and learning.”

South West MLC Nigel Hallett said he was surprised by the unsafe state of the training facilities when viewing reports of the facility in November last year.

“The students were right to air their concerns and it’s very rewarding to have been able to assist them to address the situation,” he said.

“Sadly, maintenance of our schools and colleges had been neglected in recent years and it’s now a case of having to play catch-up to ensure the disadvantage to students doesn’t continue.”

Measures undertaken to restore the shine and style to the facility included;

· Updating the power supply,
· Addressing the plumbing issues,
· Providing new ergonomic client hair basins,
· Improvements to ventilation in the area where hair chemicals are stored, and;

· Funds to buy additional industry-standard chairs and equipment.
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
