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Grant to improve In-Town Centre
Bunbury’s In-Town Centre & Shoestring Cafe will benefit from a $95,000 Lotterywest grant allowing it to build a new outdoor courtyard for clients to enjoy.
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli presented the grant on Friday and said the Centre was a worthy recipient of Lotterywest funding.

“The In-Town Centre does a fantastic job of serving low-cost meals to homeless and disadvantaged people in Bunbury, and the staff also offer a friendly face, encouragement and advice to people in difficult circumstances,” Mr Castrilli said.
“For many people, the centre is a vital connection to the community at a time when they are at their most vulnerable.”

“It is a venue where people can feel comfortable and access information about other services, and the outdoor area will add to its welcoming atmosphere.”

“The $95,000 grant will allow the centre to build and landscape an outdoor area for clients to relax and socialise.”
“On average, 50-60 meals each day are provided to disadvantaged people thanks to the lunch centre, the dedicated volunteers who prepare and serve meals, and the generosity of people and businesses who donate money and food.”
The In-Town Centre premises is owned by the city of Bunbury, and operates with funding from the State Government through the Department for Communities, along with corporate and community donations.
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
