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Grant funds for bike plan
Cyclists will be able to enjoy better facilities in Bunbury in the future after the State Government awarded a $30,000 grant for the development of a Local Bike Plan for Bunbury. 

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli welcomed the grant, under the Bicycle Network Program, to examine how bicycle infrastructure can be improved in the city.
“Not only is cycling an environmentally-friendly alternative to driving a car, it is also good for you,” Mr Castrilli said.

“We are lucky in Bunbury that many people live within cycling distance from school, work or the beach, and this grant will be used to plan how our cycling and pedestrian infrastructure can be further improved for residents and tourists alike.”
The City of Bunbury will receive $30,000, to be matched on a dollar-for-dollar basis, to prepare a bike plan for the city and look at future cycling needs and trends.

Transport Minister Simon O’Brien said the Bicycle Network Program aimed to reduce congestion on roads and improve the health and wellbeing of local community members.
In 2009, 76 bicycle projects across WA received grant funding totalling around $1.75 million.
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
