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Red tape reduction blueprint welcomed
BUNBURY MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the release of a new report outlining a range of recommendations to cut excessive red tape and government regulation.

Mr Castrilli said the Red Tape Reduction Group’s report “Reducing the Burden” outlined ways in which important developments and progress across the State and the South West could be aided in future.

The Group worked to identify and recommend more than 100 measures that would reduce the compliance burden on businesses and consumers, of excessive and sometimes redundant regulation.

“I understand that local people are frustrated with bureaucratic delays and unnecessary red tape, which adds time and cost to a range of industries and projects,” Mr Castrilli said.

“The impediments tangled around our State’s planning and approvals processes have been one of the most frustrating things to come up against when representing the people of Bunbury.”

“It’s hard to say how many important local projects in the past have been either hamstrung or dropped altogether because of excessive red tape and State Government regulations.”

“I’m pleased the Treasurer recognised this as soon as we came to Government and set about forming the Red Tape Reduction Group in January 2009.”

The RTRG report includes recommendations to: 

· streamline heavy vehicle transport regulations to potentially save the industry more than $16million annually
· remove excessive compliance on local governments which could save $4.8million annually
· improve marine and caravan licensing arrangements to potentially save businesses more than $1.8million annually. 

 “Many recommendations from the report require cultural change in the public service which will of course not happen overnight.”

“However the report is an important first step in the process of overhauling the public service and slashing unnecessary red tape.”

 

The report follows changes already under way to simplify the planning system, the streamlining of the environmental approvals processes, the creation of a Building Commission and the abolition of the inefficient registration system for hairdressers.
