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Castrilli welcomes cancer centre funding
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the Federal Government’s announcement of funding for a comprehensive cancer centre in Bunbury. 

Mr Castrilli said the $25 million project would be an enormous benefit to all South West residents. The new centre would include a breast screening clinic which had already been identified by the State Government as a necessity for Bunbury.

Combined with the new State-funded radiotherapy centre being built at the Bunbury Health Campus, it will reduce the burden of travelling to Perth for a range of cancer treatments. 

“Local residents will be able to access a broad range of cancer screenings and treatments through these facilities and benefit from having their family and support networks close by,” Mr Castrilli said.
“While we were progressing towards delivering a breast screening clinic, it was found that this could be included as part of the St John of God cancer centre. Having all these facilities on the one campus will be of even more benefit.”

“In the interim Bunbury will continue to be serviced by a mobile breast screening van as it would not be logical to spend money on a short-term facility when the centre will deliver services over and above what we anticipated for Bunbury.”
“I congratulate St John of God on their vision for a facility that will provide a holistic range of services that have only been available previously in Perth.”
