Budget boost for Bunbury projects
Important projects in Bunbury have again been boosted with State funds in the 2010-11 Budget, following a raft of funding commitments over the 2009-10 financial year.

Money for important local projects in the areas of health, infrastructure, education and transport has been allocated in a welcome boost for Bunbury.

“The exciting Budget announcements for Bunbury and the wider region will deliver funding throughout a wide cross-section of the community,” Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said.

“I am proud that the vital areas of need in health and education were the top priorities both State-wide and on a local level.”
“This community is my top priority and I’m proud the funding in the Budget is going to drive the city forward and offer a better lifestyle for our residents.”

“This Budget recognises the potential of Bunbury as WA’s second city and provides money for projects which local residents have told me they want and need to see delivered.”

“The projects funded in this Budget will literally save lives, strengthen our public schools and give us the infrastructure we deserve.”

The 2010-11 Budget includes the biggest ever injection of additional funding for the State’s health system, significant increases to child protection services, money to strengthen the community sector and support for young people and families.

Mr Castrilli said he was proud to see money allocated for critical projects including an Intensive Care Unit at the South West Health Campus, the Eelup project, Bunbury waterfront, more public housing and water supply infrastructure.  

Other spending which would continue to help local people included the expansion of the Pensioner Fuel Card initiative and the continuation of the Seniors Cost of Living rebate.

Funding for more child support workers in Bunbury and Statewide boosts to St John Ambulance and the Royal Flying Doctor Service will assist people in need in the community, along with a $500 million Statewide budget for mental health services.

Highlights of the 2010-11 Budget include: 

· $11.5 m for construction of Bunbury’s cancer radiotherapy centre

· $23.7 m for various transport projects including Eelup, Outer Ring Road and Port Access Road

· $6.3 m for automotive training at South West Regional College of TAFE

· $4 m towards projects at Bunbury Port

· $16m for Stage 1 of Picton Water Treatment Plant, supplying water to Bunbury and Australind

· $4.1 m towards planning for a redesigned Bunbury Waterfront project, following analysis of public submissions


In addition, other projects already delivered in Bunbury include the infant hearing screening program and $1.5 million towards Solariscare, which will provide holistic cancer treatment therapies.

“I have continually been working to see results delivered for Bunbury and I am pleased to see that local projects have received funding and in many cases are already operational,” Mr Castrilli said.
“The range of projects funded in Bunbury will improve the lives of local people and provide opportunities for our city to grow and move forward.”
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
