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Funds to help Bunbury airport plan for future
A five-year master plan for Bunbury airport will be developed after State Government funding was delivered under the 2010-11 Regional Airports Development Scheme (RADS).
“We have a busy airport here in Bunbury which services about 75,000 people per year, and last year there were more than 460 RFDS flights,” Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said. 
“This funding will help to create a plan for the airport’s future so it can cater for the growth in demand as the population rises.”

“Future planning is particularly important when you consider the number of RFDS flights which use the airport every year, along with water bombers which fight summer fires.”

$15,000 will be provided to the City of Bunbury to develop the master plan, which will cost $30,000 in total. 

Across the State, more than $6.8 million has been delivered for airport upgrades through RADS. This is the highest amount ever to be provided under the airport development scheme. 

This year’s funding follows $171,500 delivered in July 2009 to construct a new taxiway extension at the Bunbury Airport. 

The airport is owned and operated by the City of Bunbury, with operational input from the Bunbury Aero Club.
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
