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Local students to benefit from safety message  
More primary school students in Bunbury are set to benefit from Constable Care’s safety message after extra funding was delivered to expand the program. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli welcomed last week’s announcement by Police Minister Rob Johnson that the State Government would increase the organisation’s overall budget to $3million over the next four years.

“Constable Care has been providing children with important safety messages for more than 20 years,” Mr Castrilli said. 
“As the Bunbury population grows, it is important for young children to learn not only how to stay safe, but also how to respect and care for others and become a good community member.”

“In addition to the Choose Respect initiative and values programs now in schools, Constable Care really helps to reinforce the importance of respecting yourself and others and staying safe.”
The program aims at protecting the younger generation as well as “teaching kids to do the right thing” through interactive live theatre and puppetry. Family members, the wider community, police officers and teachers are also able to take part in the program.

A range of social issues are covered including graffiti, bullying, indigenous issues, child abuse, drug use/abuse, health and hygiene, anti-social behaviour, vandalism, stealing, alcohol, road safety, stranger danger, personal responsibility and the promotion of respect.

Schools in Bunbury will receive visits from Constable Care in September 2010 and April 2011, with the message to be passed on to more than 4500 students. 

The Constable Care Child Safety Foundation is managed by a voluntary 10-member board of management which includes Bunbury’s Father Brian Newing.
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
