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Castrilli welcomes grants to improve disability access
People with disabilities are set to benefit from a new range of State Government grants aiming to improve access across all areas of the community. 

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the announcement of the new $400,000 Community Grants Program which aims at “grass roots” projects to give people with disabilities better access to a range of facilities and the ability to participate widely in community life.

 Community groups and local councils will be able to apply for grants of up to $20,000 to purchase equipment, aids or infrastructure to improve access and inclusion throughout the community.

“In Bunbury we are fortunate to have a range of accessible venues and have recently seen projects such as our state-of-the-art beach wheelchairs improving life for people with disabilities,” Mr Castrilli said.  


“But there is always more that can be done so everyone can participate in our community, and I welcome these grants as another way that access can be improved.”

Mr Castrilli said projects could include better paving, improved signage, access pathways to beaches or parks, pool hoists and other equipment.

“Other examples could be automatic doors, accessible toilet facilities, soft-fall matting in playgrounds, modified playground equipment and much more, depending on what is identified by our local community as an area to be addressed,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“Simple and relatively low-cost improvements at a grass roots level can make public and shared facilities in Bunbury easier to access and use for everyone and I would strongly encourage local organisations to consider applying for these grants,” Mr Castrilli said.
