Congratulations to award-winning science teacher
John Castrilli has offered his congratulations to an outstanding Bunbury teacher who has been named the Western Australian Science Educator of the Year.
Newton Moore Senior High School science teacher Lynette Hillier was announced as the category winner by Science and Innovation Minister Bill Marmion on December 1 at the WA Science Awards.

Mr Castrilli said the award, which is the latest in a string of teaching awards for Newton Moore, recognised teaching excellence as well as the links being forged between the school and wider community.

“Bunbury is fortunate to have a very high standard of teaching in our public schools and Lynette Hillier’s award is just one example of the dedication that our teachers display,” Mr Castrilli said. 
“Lynette is an innovative teacher who develops new curriculum material and courses, catering for students of all levels and passing on her passion for science,” Mr Castrilli said. 

Mrs Hillier’s innovative science programs have elevated human biology from the weakest-performing subject at Newton Moore to the school’s top performing subject. 

She has also worked with the Dolphin Discovery Centre and a number of local industry partners to develop and enhance the Marine Managers program which sees students monitoring local ecosystems and dolphin populations. 
The Marine Managers research project involves students testing the water quality of Koombana

Bay and the Leschenault Inlet, macro-invertebrate counting of Bunbury’s mangroves area and dolphin identification in Koombana Bay. 

The Science Educator of the Year award includes a prize of $10,000 and acknowledges a teacher across the government or non-government sector, who has demonstrated excellence in improving science teaching and learning outcomes for their students over the past five years. 
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
