Bunbury MLA John Castrilli is urging community groups and local governments to apply for funding of up to $150,000 to support coastal conservation projects. 

A total of $2million is available Statewide after the pool of funding for Coastwest grants was doubled as part of a State and Federal partnership. 

Mr Castrilli said the funding increase would mean more local projects could get off the ground, and further support volunteers and community groups who work in partnership with local councils and other land managers to protect our coastline and educate people about marine environments.

“In the past, Coastwest grants have gone towards projects such as dune rehabilitation, new pathways and boardwalks and programs to tackle coastal litter.”
