Decision paves way for Waterfront planning
BUNBURY MLA John Castrilli has welcomed Planning Minister John Day’s decision on land-use zoning relating to the Bunbury Waterfront project.

Mr Castrilli welcomed the decision to pass Regional Scheme Amendments on two portions of land – Koombana North and Marlston North. He also said withdrawing the proposed amendment for Koombana South was a welcome outcome which would be acceptable to the majority of the community. 

“In line with public sentiment, the proposed amendment for Koombana South has been withdrawn to enable the Waterfront Taskforce and the City of Bunbury to work on the future vision for this area in terms of a long-term upgrade and beautification,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“I’m happy that a resolution has now been reached which will allow development plans to move ahead for the other key Waterfront areas to the north, so they can reach their full potential instead of being unused areas,” Mr Castrilli said.

“Meanwhile, the Waterfront Taskforce, which I am chairman of, will consult with the City of Bunbury on developing a master plan for Koombana South to create an area which is in line with people’s expectations for revitalising this space.”

“The growth of our Waterfront areas into vibrant, thriving places with a range of uses will help confirm Bunbury’s future as WA’s second city,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“The approval of the two scheme amendments means that planning can now move ahead to shape the future of some of the city’s most promising waterfront land.”
