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Lotterywest grant a huge boost for Enable
Local disability service provider Enable South West will soon have a fully-renovated new facility thanks to a grant of more than $700,000 from Lotterywest. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli today presented the cheque for $708,918 to the organisation and said it was a very worthy recipient of the sizeable grant. 

“I am absolutely delighted to be able to present this cheque to Enable South West to allow it to continue the wonderful work it does in our community in assisting people with disabilities,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“Enable assists more than 200 clients across the South West with a range of services including Alternatives to Employment, Accommodation Support, Post-School Options, Intensive Family support and carer respite.”

“This funding will allow Enable to fully renovate and fit-out the building it has recently purchased in Beach Road, which is in an excellent location to service the community of Bunbury and the South West,” Mr Castrilli said. 

Enable has outgrown its existing premises in Forrest Avenue and the grant will allow its new premises at 104 Beach Road to be converted into a suitable headquarters, having previously been a large function centre with no office space. 

The project will include re-roofing, 10 new offices, reception and utility areas, and three large meeting rooms which can be used by the organisation as well as other local community groups.
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
