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Donation another big step towards disability accommodation facility
The Rotary Club of South Bunbury last week donated more than $82,000 towards the construction of a high-care accommodation and respite facility for young people with disabilities, marking another important step towards the fulfillment of a dream for many local families.
A builder has been appointed for the $4m facility in Treendale, which is due to be completed in approximately 12 months and will include 11 high support accommodation units and a mix of 9 individual respite and family respite units.

Rotary’s contribution was part of the proceeds from a home which the Club had built in Treendale, with the sale proceeds going to various organisations. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli commended the Rotary Club of South Bunbury on their donation towards the project, which will accommodate young people with disabilities including acquired brain injuries or degenerative neurological conditions such as Multiple Sclerosis. 

The facility is being built on a large block of land purchased in 2009 with funds provided by the State Government, fulfilling an election commitment made by Mr Castrilli. He said it was a project close to his heart and the feeling of excitement was incredible as it moved towards fruition, with the facility to be built and managed by the MS Society of WA.
“Planning approvals have been met, a builder has now been appointed and we expect construction to be completed in approximately 12 months,” Mr Castrilli said. 
“This is a project which is going to have immeasurable benefits for our community so it is fantastic to see the community already getting behind it, with Rotary’s donation an important part of the funding.” 
“I wish to also pay tribute to the many families who shared their personal stories when we were investigating the need for this facility, because they were the reason I knew we had to make this happen,” Mr Castrilli said. 
MS Society of WA chief executive officer Marcus Stafford said it was fantastic to see the project moving forward. 

“This is a great illustration of how a partnership can very successfully work between Government and the private sector,” Mr Stafford said. 

“The MS Society recognises the importance of Bunbury and the South West, both today and into the future, and we look forward to this facility assisting many people with serious disabilities to stay living close to their family and friends.” 

“I thank the Rotary Club of South Bunbury for their generous contribution towards the facility which will be of great benefit to the South West community,” Mr Stafford said. 
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
