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Castrilli welcomes major funding boost for entertainment centre
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed a State Government funding injection of almost $7.5million for a long-awaited upgrade to the Bunbury Regional Entertainment Centre.
“This funding of almost $7.5million will be an enormous boost to the entertainment centre and to the wider community,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“The redevelopment will involve the addition of a second theatre area, improved disabled access and will also add a much-needed new dimension to Bunbury in terms of a large function and conference centre. 

“Bunbury’s capacity to host big conferences has been limited in the past, but this expansion will allow the city to be much more competitive in the conference market.”

“I have been supporting the need for an expansion for several years because it ticks all the boxes in terms of social, cultural and economic opportunities for the city and region.
“This funding is evidence of the State Government’s commitment to investing in Bunbury and recognising our importance as a city for the future.”

“Such a well-planned expansion will benefit the community in many ways. The new smaller theatre venue means hire charges would be more affordable for community groups, while the fully integrated theatre/conference area will cater for major events and conferences.”
Mr Castrilli said funding of $7.47 million would be provided via Royalties for Regions, through both the Regional Capital Works Initiative and the Country Local Government Fund. The City of Bunbury has committed $2.5m in funding.  
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
