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Grant keeps wheels in motion at Intown Centre 
A Lotterywest grant has helped staff to literally put the wheels in motion for a new initiative at Bunbury’s Intown Centre. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said a $36,327 grant from Lotterywest has enabled the organisation to buy a mini-van which will help the centre and its clients in a variety of ways. 

“Through its dedicated staff and volunteers, the Intown Centre provides hundreds of low-cost meals to struggling local people each week,” Mr Castrilli said.

“It’s also an important meeting place and offers support for homeless people and anyone who is financially or socially disadvantaged.”

“For many people, it is a vital connection to the community at a time when they are at their most vulnerable.”

“But until now, the centre did not have a vehicle which could be used for picking up larger donations, or assisting clients who may have no other means of transport to get to the centre.”

Mr Castrilli said the purchase of a Kia Carnival 8-seater van would help provide transport for people attending the centre for meals, and could also be used by staff to pick up donations such as perishable foods or bulky goods for distribution at the centre. 
“With winter approaching, I would also encourage people who are able to assist the centre with donations of food or blankets to please do so,” Mr Castrilli said. 

The In-Town Centre operates with funding from the State Government through the Department for Communities, along with corporate and community donations.
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
