Record funding boost hoped to make local roads safer for the future
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the decision to bolster the allocation of speed camera revenue to the Road Trauma Trust Fund.

Mr Castrilli labelled the announcement a “life-saving” decision that would address a major issue of concern for Bunbury people.

“We have a tragic history of road crashes in the South West and I welcome any measure aimed at curbing injuries and the loss of lives in the future,” he said.

The State Government currently invests about $280million annually towards road safety across various agencies, including police enforcement, road building and maintenance, community education campaigns and school-based programs.

Funding to these areas will now reach record levels with the State Government increasing the amount of speed camera revenue provided to the RTTF to two-thirds this year and to 100 per cent by July 2012.

 

Currently, the RTTF receives one-third of revenue from speed and red light camera infringements.

 

Premier Colin Barnett has said the significant funding boost would help the State Government deliver its 12-year road safety strategy Towards Zero and reduce road trauma in WA.  


With this extra injection into the RTTF it will have the capacity to do so much more in both metropolitan and regional WA. 

Mr Castrilli said the announcement was also a timely reminder for motorists to do their part to make our roads safer.

“With the Easter break approaching I am hoping that people will do their part to make our local roads safer for themselves and other road users,” Mr Castrilli said.

“This boost in funding is critical, but this is also a timely reminder to remember that any time you sit in the driver’s seat of a car you are in control of a potentially lethal weapon. 

“I urge all local people to do their part to help make this Easter break a quiet one for our emergency services workers.”   
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
