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Regional park to ensure future management of important environmental area
The future of environmentally-sensitive tracts of land will be protected with the creation of a new Preston River to Ocean Regional Park. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said a report on the Preston River to Ocean Regional Park would be tabled in Parliament next week, marking an important step forward in creating a significant regional park for the Greater Bunbury area. 

Land including Shearwater Tuart Forest, the Maidens Reserve and Manea Park will come under the new regional park area. 

The land areas are currently zoned as Regional Open Space under the Greater Bunbury Region Scheme but lacks a management structure.
“The establishment of a Regional Park will give us the opportunity to establish a management regime, including responsibilities for the protection of the area and issues such as fencing and weed control,” Mr Castrilli said 
“Funding avenues for maintaining the areas involved will be explored following the creation of the park area.”

“This has been talked about for many years and is something I’ve been pushing strongly for, because it is important from both the environmental and land management perspectives.” 
“We will be working very closely with the City of Bunbury, which has an interest with some of the land areas, to ensure we have an effective overall management of the Park.” 
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
