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Stage 1 of Eelup project a win for motorists’ safety
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli is delighted that safety and traffic flow at Bunbury’s notorious Eelup Roundabout will be vastly improved with a $16million upgrade.

Mr Castrilli has long been calling for improvements to the roundabout and hailed the first stage of the Eelup project as a “vitally important outcome” for motorists and the local community. 
“This is a critical investment that local people will welcome, and which will reduce injuries and potentially save lives at this notorious crash hotspot.”

The project, announced today by Transport Minister Troy Buswell, will include the installation of traffic lights and a slip lane for southbound traffic. 

Mr Castrilli said he had been lobbying very hard for several years for improvements to the roundabout and was excited to see Stage 1 of the project set to start.
“The cost to the community of traffic crashes is enormous, and this project will address serious safety issues at Eelup, which is WA’s worst intersection in terms of the number of crashes,” he said. 

“The traffic lights will increase vehicle capacity by 40% and remove much of the indecision and chance-taking which contributes to crashes on the roundabout.”

“Stage 1 of the Eelup upgrade will provide a much safer and more efficient intersection, with the decision to install a slip lane and traffic signals based on comprehensive research and planning by Main Roads.”
“The roundabout will remain operational during the upgrade but motorists should be prepared for some delays as we undergo short-term pain for a very important long-term gain,” Mr Castrilli said. 
“I look forward to seeing the physical work start later this year, with the slip lane to be constructed first followed by the installation of traffic lights.”
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
