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Funding boost helps PCYC reach out to local youth
A newly-established youth intervention program which was in danger of folding will be able to continue thanks to a State Government funding injection. 
Bunbury PCYC’s “Hyperspace” Youth Diversion Project was established to provide a drop-in centre to help get young people off the streets in Withers and help equip them with life skills. It proved popular and grew rapidly in numbers, however its initial funding recently ran out.  
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli heard of the centre’s plight and threw his support behind their efforts to source an alternative short-term grant until longer-term funds could be sourced. 
Mr Castrilli said he welcomed a decision by Youth Minister Robyn McSweeney to approve a one-off grant of $20,000 to allow the successful program to continue.  

“The Hyperspace program has made some incredible gains in helping local young people by offering a safe space and diverting at-risk youth away from crime and anti-social behaviour,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“The program’s success meant it grew quickly and when I heard it was running out of funds to continue, I knew it was important to do anything possible to assist in finding another avenue for funding.”

“If the program had folded, all the gains made by the PCYC team in helping local youth improve their lives and future prospects would have been lost.”
