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Funding helps Advocacy continue its good work
A funding injection from Lotterywest will assist local disability services provider Advocacy South West as it continues to grow. 
The organisation has received a grant of $37,000 to improve its office administration and communication systems as it provides services to more than 100 local residents and their families. 

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli presented the cheque today and said the organisation had identified a need to improve its IT system, which he was pleased Lotterywest was able to provide funding for. 

“Advocacy is doing a wonderful job in assisting people from Bunbury and the South West to make the most out of opportunities in their lives,” Mr Castrilli said. 
“There is currently a waiting list for Advocacy services and the funding will help the organisation continue to tailor its services directly to clients.”
“By assisting people with disabilities to be more widely involved in the community, not only are Advocacy helping their clients but they are also improving the understanding and range of different abilities within our community.”

The funding will be used by Advocacy to update its business plan and provide consultancy fees for information technology software, including a new office management system designed for the organisation’s specific requirements. It will also be used to buy laptop computers for Outreach services, a new telephone system and office furniture. 

“These may sound like small items but they will make a big difference to the way Advocacy staff can operate and help them continue the excellent work being undertaken in our community,” Mr Castrilli said. 
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
